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GENERAL RULES 
OF THE KLAIPEDA CULTURE COMMUNICATION CENTRE FOR CONSIDERATION, ACCEPTANCE, PREPARATION, EXPOSITION, AND SECURITY OF EXHIBITIONS

I. PROCEDURE FOR CONSIDERATION AND ACCEPTANCE OF APPLICATIONS 
1.1. In pursuit of an effective cultural activity policy, a collegial arts council in an advisory capacity has been formed at the Klaipeda Culture Communication Centre (hereinafter – the KCCC); as well, an independent panel of experts shall be addressed to examine and assess the submitted applications for exhibitions. The composition and regulations of the Arts Council and the Panel of Experts shall be approved by the KCCC director.

1.2. The KCCC Arts Council shall consist of 10 members:

1.2.1. 2 representatives of the KCCC;

1.2.2. 1 representative of the Lithuanian Artists’ Association;

1.2.3. 1 representative of Klaipeda County Artists’ Union;

1.2.4. 1 representative of the Lithuanian Photographers’ Association;

1.2.5. 2 independent culture or art experts;

1.2.6. 2 representatives of the Klaipeda City Municipality (Municipal Council and Municipal Administration);

1.2.7. 1 media representative.

1.3. Applications shall be accepted by 30 September.

1.4. The KCCC Independent Panel of Experts shall review and assess applications that have passed administrative verification (i.e., meeting the requirements specified in an exhibition application) on 1 October – 31 October.
1.5. Based on the exhibition applications as selected by the KCCC Panel of Experts, a deputy director for cultural activities shall draw up a preliminary annual plan of exhibitions and present it to the Arts Council no later than by 1 December.

1.6. The KCCC Arts Council shall consider and assess an annual programme of exhibitions and cultural projects drawn up for the KCCC, present its suggestions and comments.

1.7. The annual plan of exhibitions approved by order of the KCCC director shall be published on the KCCC website www.kkkc.lt. Organisers (curators, artists) of the selected exhibitions shall be introduced to it.
II. PREPARATION, EXPOSITION, SECURITY OF EXHIBITIONS
2.1. An organiser (curator, artist) of an exhibition shall assure that art works and any necessary materials in relation to the exhibition are provided to the KCCC in a timely manner:
· An exact name of an exhibition and a composition of authors shall be provided no later than 90 days before opening the exhibition;

· A list of all works  to be exhibited shall be provided no later than 45 days before opening the exhibition;

· Coordination of matters related to the transportation of works to be exhibited shall start 60 days before, and final information on transportation (address, package sizes, weights, and quantity) shall be provided no later than 30 days before opening the exhibition;

· Exhibition annotation, information about an author, and visual material for publicity and communication shall be provided no later than 45 days before opening of the exhibition.
2.2. Each exhibition shall be accepted for exposition upon presentation of an exact list of works, signed by an organiser (curator, artist) of the exhibition, to the KCCC.

2.3. The KCCC and an exhibition organiser shall sign a deed of transfer and acceptance of works.

2.4. An exhibition organiser shall present the works for exposition and collect them from exposition halls at the time set by the KCCC Administration.

2.5. Works presented for an exhibition shall be properly prepared for exposition. Works that do not have the details required for exposition, are not certified, are in bad repair otherwise, have physical defects, or are not in the list of exhibition works, shall not be accepted for exposition.

2.6. The KCCC Administration shall be responsible for the maintenance and security of exhibits exposed from the day of acceptance of the works to the day of collection thereof. Should an exhibited work be lost or physically damaged, the procedure established by the KCCC Regulations shall apply.

2.7. Technological facilities owned by the KCCC and an exhibition organiser shall be used for exposition of works.

2.8. Exhibitions listed in an annual plan may be cancelled at the initiative of an exhibition organiser or the KCCC, by giving a notice thereof no later than 3 months before the scheduled opening day of the exhibition.

2.9. The KCCC shall sign a license and use contract with each exhibition organiser for holding a specific exhibition (event, etc.). The KCCC shall have the right to terminate the contract in case of non-compliance with the KCCC’s general rules for consideration, acceptance, preparation, exposition, and security of exhibitions.

2.10. The time of visiting exhibitions shall be set by the KCCC Administration.

2.11. The KCCC shall not allocate any funds for representative purposes during the opening of exhibitions.

2.12. The KCCC shall be responsible for communication of information about the exhibition or taking other similar actions.

2.13. An organiser shall agree and not object to other events (performance, concert, discussion, workshop, lecture, etc.) to take place in the same premises during its exhibition.

2.14. An organiser shall agree that the pictures sent by it and taken during the exhibition to be used for the publicity of its exhibition on the KCCC website, social media, and mass media.
III. FINAL PROVISIONS
3.1. An application for exhibition shall be kept by the KCCC for 3 years after the closing date of the exhibition.

3.2. These rules may be amended by order of the KCCC director.
